Truth Must Prevail


Over IRS Lies and Tyranny

On October 5, 1992, my family and I, and many others, were shocked to learn of a massive pre-dawn, Gestapo-type IRS seizure raid against JFC Excavating of Ellicott City, Maryland.  Skulking through the early dawn, approximately sixty armed men, with bullet-proof vests and guns drawn, entered, seized, and occupied the office, shop and premises of JFC Excavating and raided two job sites to seize equipment.  This bold, strong-arm tactic of entering private property at 5:30 in the morning and intimidating and threatening the lives of innocent people reeks of flagrant disregard for law.  It reminds me of what the Germans called Kiristallnacht ---- the night of glass ---- the night that Hitler's secret police smashed the windows of the homes and businesses of those considered enemies of the Nazi regime.  It was then that the German people learned to say "yes" to totalitarianism.





This raid was more than simply an attack on JFC Excavating ---- more than an attack on my family and me.  It was, with brazen contempt for the law, an attack on every law-abiding American, his family, and his rights.  You may have recently heard on The Montel Williams Show about the IRS's blatant disregard for the law and their KGB, strong-arm tactics.  More than likely, your reaction was: "That only happens someplace else, to somebody else."  Now, however, the IRS thugs have come to Ellicott City.


NO MAN'S PROPERTY IS SAFE





No man's property is safe unless every man's property rights are respected.  Did the IRS respect the lawful, constitutional property rights of JFC Excavating?  The undeniable answer is No.  The IRS had absolutely no legal or lawful claim against JFC Excavating.  The IRS lacked any lawful basis to seize JFC's property since JFC has no tax liability of any description.





If the IRS can unlawfully seize the property of JFC Excavating today, why not your property tomorrow?  What will stop them if men of principle refuse to stand up for what is lawful and right?  Assuredly, no man's property is safe when the government itself refuses to obey the law and respect our rights.





no man's life is safe





No man's life is safe when those who are supposed to administer the law choose instead to pervert the law.  Because most Americans are honest, trusting people, we presume that our public servants are doing their best to administer the law fairly. 





However, we now find that many public servants are actually perverters of the law.  The IRS has used the public trust to hide their wrong-doing.  Under the color of law they seized property to which they have absolutely no lawful claim.





POLICE-STATE ABUSE OF FORCE





The force used against JFC Excavating belongs in a police state, not in America.  Approximately sixty armed state police, sheriff's deputies, and IRS agents, wearing bullet-proof vests, attacked JFC Excavating with automatic weapons drawn.  Why did they do this?  Was the Allnutt family and those who work for JFC Excavating that dangerous?  The answer is, NO!  Force was absolutely unnecessary.  





Everyone who is familiar with us knows that we are Christian people, devoted first to obeying and honoring our Lord Jesus Christ.  As peaceful, law-abiding people, violence is an unacceptable response.  Why didn't the IRS just come out peacefully, with a single sheriff's deputy and their padlocks, if they knew they were right?





The Bible says, "The wicked flee when no man pursueth: but the righteous are bold as a lion" (Proverbs 28:1).  We suspect the IRS attacked like a thief in the night, armed to the teeth, because they had a guilty conscience.  Did they know their actions were illegal?  Did a bad conscience make them afraid?  Obviously, the answer to both questions is yes.   For their bodies, they need not fear us; for their souls, they had better fear God.





This reckless, unnecessary use of force was also dangerous.  What false stories about us had the IRS told their agents, the police, and the sheriff's deputies?  Did they tell them we were "violent"?  Did they tell them that we had guns and explosives?  Evidently so, because both the shop and field personnel were threatened with arrest if they did not "reveal where the guns and explosives were hidden."  Of course, there were no guns and no explosives, and the IRS had no evidence or reason to believe that there were.





Was this unnecessary and dangerous use of force purposely confrontational?  Did the IRS purposely attempt to provoke a confrontation?  Did the IRS hope to provoke a shoot-out?  Drawn guns in twilight hours against unarmed civilian workers inevitably raises many questions about their intentions.  Perhaps they intended to kill me and thereby silence this voice against the unlawfulness of the IRS.





Whenever crowds and guns are mixed, there is always a danger that some misunderstanding or accident can happen.  What if someone had been killed?  Would the IRS be held accountable?  Of course not.  They would simply hide behind their facade of respectability and shift the blame to others.  The bystander, not aware of our Christian character, would be forced to conclude from the subsequent IRS propaganda and from the number of officers involved that the Allnutts and their employees were lawless people.





Was this dangerous, police-state use of force also intended to produce libelous propaganda?  For years I have fearlessly and truthfully exposed IRS misconduct and government wrongs.  Was the IRS trying to discredit me and destroy my honor and reputation?  Yes.  Did they purposely try to libel me?  Yes.  Did they purposely use massive force to create propaganda and to mislead the public?  Yes.  These actions are the tactics of tyrants and dictators, not honest government officials.





Regardless of their attempt to slander us, we believe that you, our friends, customers, and neighbors are fair people.  We believe that you want to know the truth.  We believe that you will not believe lies.





The vicious IRS attack upon the property and persons of JFC Excavating was illegal, unprecedented, without lawful authority, and wrong.  Therefore, we must warn our customers, associates, friends, and fellow citizens: Something is wrong with America, with our government, and with our tax system.

Unfortunately, the IRS has released many rumors and false allegations about me and my alleged tax liability to impugn my integrity.  The truth is, I do not owe the tax alleged by the IRS.  Therefore, I want to assure you, my friends and neighbors, that I have not committed any wrongdoing and that all of my actions have been performed with the intent to uphold, support, and protect the Constitutions of both Maryland and the United States. 





My family and I are now thrust into the front line of the battle for America.  Our country is endangered.  Our rights are threatened.  We have chosen to stand up for our rights and our God.  We must stand because, if we do nothing, then we will be guilty of giving our children into slavery and tyranny.  We also know that, if men do not stand, liberty under law will die in America.  As citizens of this country, we have no choice: we must stand together now or our Constitutional Republic will be destroyed and with it, our lives, property, and posterity.
