are christians in america violating god’s law? 


are christians responsible for the ungodliness 


that exists within our country today?


Thou shalt have no other gods before [or besides] me (Exodus 20:3). Are Christians violating this first and great commandment? Have the Christian people of these fifty sovereign States of the Republic of America been deceived?


The poet Alfred Lord Tennyson once said:


That a lie, which is half a truth, is ever the blackest of lies,


That a lie, which is all a lie, may be met with and fought outright, 


But a lie, which is part of a truth, is a harder matter to fight.


Rumors, half truths, and outright lies are being spread across America by television, newspapers, and talk shows about God, country, government, right and wrong, money, taxes, freedom, liberty, duty, and responsibility. Is it any wonder that the average person, who has a limited source of information, is confused.


There can be no disputing that we presently live in momentous and perilous times. The clouds on the ecclesiastical horizon are dark and getting darker day by day. God’s law and His truth have become foreign to our nation. Our situation is not merely threatening, it is not just dangerous, it is catastrophic. The wickedness that has engulfed our country is incomprehensible and insane. 


Today, ever vile and wicked sin condemned in scripture is practiced in America; and we must confront, oppose, and expose it now. If we do not, we will bequeath to our families and posterity a world filled with corruption, pain, and misery, and a future that will be unchecked by the influence of Christian salt and light.


Only the truth of God’s holiness, justice, and mercy will expose deception and set men free(free to love, serve, raise a family(free to work(free to build an inheritance(free to be an inspiration(free from the lies and domination of other men. And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free (John 8:32). However, many modern day churches are no longer warning the people. Instead, they preach that man is to submit to every ordinance of man and be in subjection to government, even when those men and that government violate the very foundational truths of our Constitutions.


It is a serious matter indeed for a Christian to partake of unrighteousness, and it must be avoided at all cost. God calls it lukewarmness, i.e., a place of apathy, indifferent, and unconcern, and He proclaims to all that He will not tolerate it: So then because thou art lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, I will spue thee out of my mouth (Revelation 3:16). Lukewarmness cannot be hid: Ye shall know them by their fruits...(and) Wherefore by their fruits ye shall know them (Matthew 7:16 & 20). 


In Matthew 7:13 & 14, God’s word speaks of only two paths that man can walk: the path to life and the path to death. The path to death is broad, easy, and paved with good intentions; and it is the way of the multitudes: Ever learning, and never able to come to the knowledge of the truth (2 Timothy 3:7). 


Contrariwise, the path to life is narrow, demanding, unyielding, and hedged in by the commands of God. It does not twist or turn to allow for expediencies, compromise, or concessions, and it demands separation from those who work unrighteousness: Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness? (2 Corinthians 6:14).


�
Scripture, reveals that civil rulers have a limited function. These functions are clearly defined in Romans 13:4: punishing criminals (those who break God's law), and protecting the law-abiding (those who keep God's law). That is it. God appointed civil rulers to minister His law and, therefore, their sole responsibility is to administer His law. When civil rulers do not obey the commands of God, they become law-breakers, and those who do not stand against and expose their lawlessness will share their judgment and shame. God provided in his word a strict constructionist interpretation of government’s duties and powers:


And it [God’s law] shall be with him [the ruler], and he shall read therein all the days of his life: that he may learn to fear the LORD his God, to keep all the words of this law and these statutes, to do them: That his heart be not lifted up above his brethren, and that he turn not aside from the commandment, to the right hand, or to the left: to the end that he may prolong his days in his kingdom, he, and his children, in the midst of Israel (Deuteronomy 17:19-20).


For this, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Thou shalt not covet; and if there be any other commandment, it is briefly comprehended in this saying, namely, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself  (Romans 13:9). 


The God of Israel said, the Rock of Israel spake to me, He that ruleth over men must be just, ruling in the fear of God (2 Samual 23:3). 


Be wise now therefore, O ye kings: be instructed, ye judges of the earth. Serve the LORD with fear, and rejoice with trembling (Psalms 2:10-11).


And said to the judges, Take heed what ye do: for ye judge not for man, but for the LORD, who is with you in the judgment Wherefore now let the fear of the LORD be upon you; take heed and do it: for there is no iniquity with the LORD our God, nor respect of persons, nor taking of gifts. (2 Chronicles 19:6-7). 


Woe unto them that decree unrighteous decrees, and that write grievousness which they have prescribed (Isaiah 10:1). 


It is an abomination to kings to commit wickedness: for the throne is established by righteousness (Proverbs 16:12). 


He that justifieth the wicked, and he that condemneth the just, even they both are abomination to the LORD (Proverbs 17:15).


God says that we are to provide out of all the people able men, such as fear God, men of truth, hating covetousness (Exodus 18:21) to be our civil rulers. There is a reason for this: When the righteous are in authority, the people rejoice: but when the wicked beareth rule, the people mourn (Proverbs 29:2). God has given civil rulers limited and restricted power, and when they violate those limits and restrictions, God will judge the nation; hence, the people mourn. Scripture is clear, no man, court, legislator, or nation can alter the Law of God: God’s Law is to remain inviolate and govern supreme in all the affairs of men and nations. For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled. (Matthew 5:18). 


God's law applies to all people equally, regardless of their chosen profession, and this includes those who work in government; and we are all equally responsible and accountable to God for our obedience to His law. Therefore, our duty and responsibility is to God(not to man, and when we obey God’s law and honor His truth, we fulfill our civil duty.


God, who is infinite in righteousness, has made a clear distinction between His Law and the actions of men in law. God tells us that His Law is supreme and must be obeyed—by all people; and it is given to all nations and all people with a fair warning not to follow man's law:


After the doings of the land of Egypt, wherein ye dwelt, shall ye not do: and after the doings of the land of Canaan, whither I bring you, shall ye not do: neither shall ye walk in their ordinances. Ye shall do my judgments, and keep mine ordinances, to walk therein: I am the LORD your God. Ye shall therefore keep my statutes, and my judgments: which if a man do, he shall live in them: I am the LORD (Leviticus 18:3-5).


Most Christians have never heard a sermon on Leviticus 18, yet they have often hear that, according to Romans 13:1&2, that they are commanded to be subject to the higher powers:


Let every soul be subject unto the higher powers. For there is no power but of God: the powers that be are ordained of God. Whosoever therefore resisteth the power, resisteth the ordinance of God: and they that resist shall receive to themselves damnation (Romans 13:1-2).


Being subject to the “higher powers” is not the problem.  The problem exists with knowing (or not knowing) who or what is the higher power. The power within these united States is not in human form: the Bible is the supreme law for all men, and it is followed by the Constitution. The Constitution affirms and secures the basic rights given by God to man, i.e., the right to life, liberty, and pursuit of happiness. We must not apply an incorrect principle to Romans 13:1-2, a principle that ignores the distinction established in Leviticus 18.


In Romans 7, Paul begins by stating, I speak to them that know the law. Paul is thereby setting the prerequisite that we must “know the law” in order to correctly understand and apply the principles he was about to pen down. Thus Romans 13, being one chapter of one book in the Bible, supports Leviticus 18, which is the law Paul is speaking of in Romans 7.


Those who teach that scripture command submission and obedience to man's law concepts, when those concepts violate God's Law, are teaching "another gospel." God has fixed mans duties and responsibilities, and no power or authority has a right to contradict, repudiate, negate, or disobey what God has decreed. When earthy "powers" seek by way of a judicial decision, or by means of legislation, or by any other means, to change God’s law, and make something that is morally right into something that is wrong, or something that is morally wrong into something that is right, it is they who commit the crime against God, not the man who continues to obey the Law of God. 


Forever, O Lord, thy word is settled in heaven (Psalms 119:89).


The LORD hath prepared his throne in the heavens; and his kingdom ruleth over all (Psalms 103:19).


We must forsake our sin and obey God’s word if we are to have a proper relationship with God and a biblical government in our land. 


If my people, which are called by my name, shall humble themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land. (2Chronicles 7:14)


May God grant us the spirit of an understanding and repentant heart.
