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	Social Security, as with all social programs, is a natural outgrowth of America's chronic misunderstanding and consistent misrepresentation of God's law. Social Security is a substitute for faith and trust in God. It is contrary to the Ninth Commandment because it is based on the deceptive premise that everyone is required to join and to participate. It is contrary to the Eighth Commandment because, in order to obtain funds, it requires the unlawful taking of property under the color of law.





	Once having denied God's law, man, either passively or actively, accepts the "cradle to the grave" guardianship promises of government. Hence, the broad acceptance of Social Security and widespread use of the Social Security number. As the demand for using the Social Security number increases, we who understand the wrongness, illegality, and unjustness of it become increasingly confused and perplexed about how to live without it. Yes, the problems of buying and selling without a "number" are complex, perplexing, and troublesome, but these are not justifiable reasons to join the "system." Taking a Social Security number is not the answer; it is the problem. Man cannot side step God's law to achieve his own personal goals.





	The Social Security Act of 1935, passed by the Franklin Delano Roosevelt administration, created a whole series of programs, all of which, except for Old-Age Benefits (now referred to as Social Security), provided assistance to states that adopted federally approved programs in a variety of areas. These included state systems of unemployment compensation, aid to dependent children, maternal and child welfare programs, old-age pensions, and public health work. All these were clearly share-the-wealth programs.





	Old Age Benefits, now called Social Security, contained marked differences from the other programs; it would be federally administered. Benefits were to be paid from an "insurance" fund built up by "contributions" made by employers on behalf of their employees.





	Economically, the transcendent weakness of the federally run Social Security program is that the amount that an individual receives bears only a tangential relationship to how much he has paid in. Thus, because Social Security redistributes wealth from those who are now working to those who are no longer working, it has turned into a large-scale redistribution-of-wealth program.





	Social Security has become the most massive pyramid scheme ever operated; and, while the "fund" has long been exhausted, the number of recipients and the size of the payments continue to increase. Therefore, it is being maintained only by continual funding from current tax receipts. This requires that every working person pay Social Security �
taxes and that the tax rate constantly be increased. Because there are limits to both of these, Social Security is doomed to self-destruct.





	From its inception, Social Security was a lie and a fraud perpetrated upon an unsuspecting nation. Only a few people realized this, and their warnings were simply ignored. Hence, people bought the lie, joined the system, and accepted the number. Wrong, definitely; Preventable, maybe; But most Americans have the number. Does this mean that we must be apathetic and passively submit to this ungodly social program? Of course not. The Bible is replete with instances of man transgressing the law of God, repenting, and then standing for what is right. We too must repent of this transgression, seek forgiveness, and begin to study, to learn, and to educate ourselves and others while continuing to pray that God will rid our land of this and all forms of ungodliness.





	Because man no longer understands God's law, he no longer understands his responsibility and obligation to maintain Biblical civil government; hence, government has turned from its duty to administer God's law. As such, godless government is now destroying the very foundations of liberty, justice, and morality and, with it, man's individualism, integrity, and independence. The Bible asks, "What can the righteous do if the foundations be destroyed?" (Psalm 11:3) Even though our liberty, justice, and morality have been severely eroded, they have not been completely destroyed. This is evident from the fact that we presently have the opportunity to turn back to God and His righteousness. Patrick Henry, in his speech before the Virginia Convention on March 23, 1775, stated, "Is life so dear or peace so sweet, as to be purchased at the price of chains and slavery? Forbid it, Almighty God! I know not what course others may take, but as for me, give me liberty or give me death!" When Patrick Henry spoke these words he was not just facing a little inconvenience, he was facing a bullet or a hangman's noose(still, he stood his ground. Where are the Patrick Henry's of today? Do we have this principle within us, or are we just going to stand idle? Who is going to stand in our day as Patrick Henry did in his? Are we going to bequeath any vestige of liberty to our children and grandchildren, or are we going to bequeath to them a world of slavery that can no longer be dislodged?





	Scripture reveals... "The thing that hath been, it is that which shall be; and that which is done is that which shall be done: and there is no new thing under the sun" (Ec. 1:9). Approximately two hundred and sixteen years ago Thomas Paine penned, in what must have seemed like a hopeless hour, a few words of encouragement for George Washington and his beleaguered troops at Valley Forge. There is much that could be quoted from Paine and others like him (genuine patriots), but these precious and eloquent words of Paine's are so appropriate and so needed that I will quote them:





"These are the times that try men's souls. The summer soldier and the sunshine patriot will in this crisis, shrink from the service of his country; but he that stands it NOW, deserves the love and thanks of man and woman. Tyranny, like hell, is not easily conquered; yet we have this consolation with us, that the harder the conflict, the more glorious the triumph. What we obtain too cheap, we esteem too lightly: 'tis dearness only that gives everything its value. Heaven knows how to put a proper price upon its goods; and it would be strange indeed, if so celestial an article as FREEDOM should not be highly rated. Britain, with an army to enforce her tyranny, has declared that she has a right (not only to tax) but 'to BIND us in ALL CASES WHATSOEVER,' and if being bound in that manner is not slavery, then is there not such a thing as slavery upon earth. Even the expression is impious, for so unlimited a power can belong only to God....I have as little superstition in me as any man living, but my secret opinion has ever been, and still is, that God Almighty will not give up a people to military destruction, or leave them unsupportedly to perish, who have so earnestly and so repeatedly sought to avoid the calamities of war, by every decent method which wisdom could invent. Neither have I so much of the infidel in me, as to suppose that he has relinquished the government of the world, and given us up to the care of devils..." (emphasis in original)





	So... there is nothing new under the sun. Tyranny continues, man remains in warfare, and God remains on His throne. The questions we then must answer are: Where is our patriotic fervor? Where is the spirit of sacrifice? Where is justice to come from? Must we wait until we have been ravaged by conquest before we choose to fight? How much evil must result before we repent and start to honor God? Maybe our forefathers were rich or maybe they were poor(maybe they were happy with what they had or maybe they were not(maybe they were brave or maybe they were not(maybe their faith was strong or maybe it was not(but they knew their duty to God and to country and, therefore, they stood against the odds and the elements, and the resultant pain, suffering, and death to confirm for all time the righteousness of their cause and to set an example for the generations to come. 





	We can do no less. We must love God and His precepts even to the performance of apparent impossibilities. If we do not and we do not contend, there will be no great victories, there will be no liberty, there will be no more prosperity in America; and God will not hear prayers of thanksgiving and adoration, and we will not experience the wonder and the power of God who is mighty in battle.
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
